Our uniform consists of: 
Summer White polo shirt  

 Dark green V neck sweatshirt or cardigan with logo 

 Dark grey short or long trousers (not leggings or lycra) 

 Dark grey pinafore dress or skirt (not lycra) 

 Green and white checked dress (any style)  

 Grey, black or white short socks or white long socks 

 Black shoes or sandals (low heeled, not court or high wedge) 

White/tan/blue or brown sturdy sandals are acceptable

Those who do should wear a maximum of one pair of small, flat, gold or 

silver studs (not hoops).

Those children who are unable to do so, need to bring in 

micropore tape from home to cover their earrings during these activities.
